Meets 3 of the following factors: 
ß Child‘s family is homeless 
ß Abusive adult residing in the child‘s 

home 
ß Drug or alcohol abuse in the child‘s 

family 
ß Either parent was less than 18 and 

unmarried when the child was born 
ß The child‘s parent or guardian has 

not completed high school or 
received a GED 

ß Child‘s family frequently relocates 
to new residences 

ß Child has poor social skills 
OR 

If enrolled in a public school, the public school 
has identified a child as reading below grade 
level as determined in accordance with the CO 
Basic Literacy Act
